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2012 MBFN State Qualifying Tournament

Chapter President’s,
Enclosed you will find your 2012 State Qualifying Tournament (SQT) packet. These forms, along with entry fee payment (check or money order), must be postmarked by the registration deadline of April 1, 2012. The entry fee is $150 per person, and must be paid before the deadline. Fifty dollars of the entry fee will be set aside for payout at the conclusion of the final SQT event.  Payouts will me made to the top 10% of finishers for that days’ competition.  Please submit one check per club.

All club members are eligible to fish the SQT.  Please attempt to keep your boater/non-boater pool of participants as even as possible. Your designated assignment of boaters and non-boaters can vary from event to event but the balance of boaters to non-boaters needs to remain.  If non-boater club members have boats and would like the possibility of being a boater, they must indicate so on their entry form. In the event that more non-boaters enter than boaters, random drawings will be performed to determine which non-boaters will be promoted to boaters. Careful attention will be given to ensure that fair rotation of all boaters is made before any chapter club will be allowed extra boats.

Proof of insurance must be with the boat being used, and must cover the competitors using the boat. Random checks may be conducted and any competitor unable to provide proof of valid insurance will not be allowed to use their boat.

Any questions or concerns before an event date should be made to Greg Huey, 410-668-3805.  

The point matrix is established as follows.  
First place finish receives 205 points.  Second place finish receives 199 with subsequent finishers dropping down by a one point margin.  Any competitors not catching and weighing fish will only place one point below the lowest weight that is awarded points.

There will be no tie breakers during the three individual events.  Duplicate weights will receive duplicate points.  

(Example, if two anglers tie for second place each will receive 199 points with the next place receiving 197.  If three anglers tie for second place each will receive 199 points with the next place receiving 196).

At the conclusion of all three events the tie breakers used to determine State Team status will be as follows.

1 Total number of fish caught during all three events

2 Highest place finish during all three events

3 Total weight caught in all three events

As it relates to payouts, ties occurring at the conclusion of the third event will be determined as per existing MBFN rules.

We are looking forward to managing this years newly formatted SQT.  Board members and Tournament Committee representatives have put a good deal of thought and time into this tournaments development.  With any new venture there is always the possibility of a few bumps along the way.  We appreciate your patience, your input and your participation.
